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town to town. It is a completely unusual movement of mind, and one which
astonishes enlightened people because it extends to the masses. his
judgments on our government and our parties are extremely striking. There
are many revelations and good lessons for the future. I have the right, don't
I, to tell you my pleasures of self-love, like all things? "
