C’est
une grande ame, et qui a fait bien simplement de grandes choses par de grands
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motifs. ]’ai pris plaisir a vivre en intimité avec lui.

Voici ce que m'écrit de Londres un jeune Dillon, homme d’esprit établi en France
par mes soins et qui est allé y passer quinze jours. Il connait bien du monde.

[ have been several influential Whigs who are unonimous in regarding their cause
as in the atmost peril. The Tories must get into office within a very short space of
time. They have been gaining ground slowly but surely within the last twelve
monthes. Tthe blunders of L. Palm and the excesses of the Chartists have
frightened many among the moderate Whigs into the arms of the Tories. The great
and indeed, the only support of the Ministry are the Irish party and the court ; but
both are, as you know, far from popular en England. The affair of Lady Flora
Hastings, has decidebly brought the Queen into great national disreporter. It is
almost needless to speak of the detestation in which O'Connell, the priests and the
entire Irish party are held by the great bulk of the English and scotch people. It is a
sort of phrenzy, the like of which has not bien witnessed since the days of the
League or the Paritans. Really, were it not for a few scattered rays of the
philosophy of the 18th century that occasionnally illumine the intellectual gloom ot
the British Empire we should witness today scenes that have not been surpassed
even by the Inquisition. The fanaticism of the Tories is not one bit greater, than
that of their antagonists, tre Papists. Both would burn, main and crucify, il they
could, as in the old orthodox times of Bonner or of King Edward. The Tories have
great advantage, on their side. They have wealth, talent and political organization.
They are, if we forget for a moment, the crudity of some of their political tonets an
admirable model as a political party. Still, although, they seem destined to enjoy a
passing triumph soon, they will, I feel convinced, be ultimately discomfited.
O'Connell is a knotty block. He yields to none of the Tories, in energy, and he has
proved himself latterly te be an able statesman. As he is hardened against defeats,
80 he is not likely to be intimidated by that with which he is now menaced. His
cause is a good one, and he has behind him seven or eight millions of miserable but
resolute zenlots in whose hands the British Constitution has latterly placed a
formidable and destructive weapon. O'Connell backed by these will always be able
to elog and retard the working of the British constitution. The English people who
are not disposed to drive Ireland into open insurrection, will at length grow tired
with these and similar embarrassments. They will seek again to remove them by
destroying their cause, and a tardy justice will at length be rendered to Ireland.
