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Chapter 15, 1
Yazdgird “the Sinner”

Let us return now to our purpose and to the place in history where we were. As for
Yazdgird, son of Wahrām, called “the Sinner”, king of the Persians, he was a brutal
man, rough and of perverse conduct. [The Persians] regretted making him their
king, but nevertheless they were unhappy at the idea of killing him, because they
did not want to accept that their kingship could degenerate so in their king. It was
therefore said that they saw a horse go forward and stop at the door [of the palace]
of the king.
